e Provide government services to the extent of the reduction in revenue;

e Make necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband infrastructure;

e Respond to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 public health
emergency.

The U.S. Department of Treasury, under ARPA, allocated $362 Billion dollars for America Rescue
Plan —Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds. Chatham County Board of
Commissioners accepted the award of $28.1 million at the April 6, 2021 Board meeting with
expectations of staff providing additional information.
