
Meeting Minutes
Chatham County Board of Registrars
May 28, 2025

The May 2025 Chatham County Board of Registrar’s meeting was called to order promptly by Board Chairman McRae followed by a recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance. The Board of Registrars members in attendance were Chairman McRae, Mr. Norse, Ms. Andrews, Mrs. Durso, and Ms. Geiger. Staff members in attendance were Director, Sabrina German & Staff members Roger Owens and Alicia Haywood

Approval of Minutes
A motion was made to approve the Board of Registrar’s meeting minutes for the month of April Board Member Gieger moved to approve the meeting minutes for April. Board Member Norse seconded the motion, and it was carried unanimously.

Director’s Report/Old Business
The Board of Commission approved the Absentee by mail process by Print Elect. Print Elect is the third-party company who won the bid and will enter a contract with our office. This process will include the initial mail out of the absentee ballots, printing ballots, and tracking when ballots are delivered.
 
Early voting began on yesterday May 27th, a total of 47 voters participated. Early voting hours are Monday through Friday 7:00 am to 7:00 pm. And from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm on Saturdays. 209 Absentee ballots were mailed.

The Voter Registration precinct cards for the consolidated precincts 3-03C (Savannah High School) and 3-04C (First African Baptist Church) have been ordered and voters should receive them soon.
Georgetown elementary, precinct 6-10 will move to the Sycamore Church located at 2031 Grove Point Road. Georgia Tech, precinct 8-17 will move to Savannah Tech Crosswinds Campus for this election only.

There was a total of 16 names submitted for the three Borad of Registrar positions.  The names were forward to the DA Jones to be presented to the Grand Jury.  The Grand Jury will screen the submitted resumes/interest letters and submit six names to the Chief Judge.  The Chief Judge will decide before June 30th. 

The BOR will consult with the County Attorney’s Office to seek guidance of the Challenge Guidelines as it relates to residence.  

New Business
The SPLOST 8 will take place in November 2025. The City of Pooler offered their facilities as an Early Voting location except for Saturday Voting.

Voter challenges presented were 0 felons, 264 deceased, and 18 requested to be removed from the voter list for a total of 282 voters challenged for the month of May These individuals received mailed notifications regarding their challenges.
